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Executive Summary

Marine Corps Air Station (MCAS) Cherry Point is a military installation located in the City of
Havelock, midway between New Bern and Morehead City, North Carolina, approximately 90 miles
west-southwest of Cape Hatteras. The Air Station, commissioned in 1942, provides training, support,
and supplies for the Fleet Marine Force Atlantic aviation units. In 1994, it was added to the
Environmental Protection Agency’s National Priority List, commonly known as “Superfund.” Under
the provisions of the Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation, and Liability Act, the
Navy is investigating potentially-contaminated soil, groundwater, surface water, and sediment at
MCAS Cherry Point under a Navy program called the Installation Restoration Program.

The purpose of this Community Involvement Plan (CIP) is to outline how MCAS Cherry Point will
continue to meet the needs of the local community for information about, and participation in, the
ongoing investigation and remediation processes at the Station. Environmental investigations began
at MCAS Cherry Point in the early 1980s. Subsequent investigations have identified 25 sites, defined
as discrete areas where hazardous substances or wastes have been deposited, stored, disposed of, or
placed. Of the 25 sites, three of them (Sites 10, 46, and 76) have final Records of Decision, describing
the selected remediation approach for soil and groundwater. At six (Sites 7, 14, 16, 42, 51, and 52),
interim actions to treat soil or groundwater have been implemented while additional studies are
ongoing. Remedial Investigations, to identify the nature and extent of contamination, or Feasibility
Studies, to develop and evaluate treatment alternatives, are in progress for the rest of the sites.

Community concerns were identified by interviews conducted with 15 local residents in 1995 and 29
local residents and officials in 2003. In general, interviews reflected a good relationship between
MCAS Cherry Point and local residents, including general trust in the military’s ability to clean up
the sites. Most interviewees agreed that the community as a whole knows little about the
environmental cleanup, not because MCAS Cherry Point fails to communicate the information but
because the people are not interested unless they feel directly affected. The Restoration Advisory
Board (RAB) is considered an important conduit for the community to be informed and to participate
in decision-making; however, not all interviewees were aware of the RAB. Those who were aware of
it generally believe it is beneficial to both the Air Station and the community. However, all RAB
members who were interviewed agreed that more information about the cleanup program should be
communicated to the public, either through meetings with groups or through the media. Section 3
describes the community involvement activities implemented to date and describes the activities
planned in response to feedback. In general, MCAS Cherry Point will continue those activities that
have been found to be effective (some of which are required activities). Table 3-3 presents the
planned community involvement activities associated with technical milestones and indicates which
community involvement activities are required.

Appendixes include (A) details about the technical status of all the sites, (B) a listing of all the
documents in the Administrative Record, (C) members of the MCAS Cherry Point RAB, (D)
representatives on the site mailing list, (E) locations for information repositories and public meetings,
(F) a list of media contacts, (G) a list of newsletters, news articles, and public notices that have been
produced, and (H) a glossary of terms.

This CIP updates a similar plan originally prepared in 1996. It will be updated again in
approximately five years or earlier if a significant event in the IRP occurs. This CIP will be made
available to the public in the information repositories.
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SECTION 1

Overview of Community Involvement Plan

1.1 Introduction

Marine Corps Air Station (MCAS) Cherry Point is a military installation located midway
between New Bern and Morehead City and approximately 90 miles west-southwest of Cape
Hatteras, on the Neuse River in Craven County, North Carolina (Figure 1-1). The
installation also operates four outlying fields, two in Jones County and two in Carteret
County, North Carolina.

The Air Station was commissioned in 1942 to maintain and support facilities, services, and
material of a Marine Aircraft Wing as designated by the Commandant of the Marine Corps.
It provides training and support for the Fleet Marine Force Atlantic aviation units and is
also designated as a primary aviation supply point.

The Navy is investigating potentially-contaminaed soil, groundwater, surface water, and
sediment at MCAS Cherry Point under the provisions of the Comprehensive Environmental
Response, Compensation, and Liability Act (CERCLA). In 1994, MCAS Cherry Point was
scored and ranked by the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) for inclusion on the
National Priority List (NPL, commonly known as “Superfund”).

The purpose of this Community Involvement Plan (CIP) is to assist MCAS Cherry Point in
meeting the needs of the local community for information about, and participation in, the
ongoing investigation and remedial processes at the Air Station. This document updates
and replaces the Community Relations Plan initially prepared for MCAS Cherry Point in
1996 by Brown & Root Environmental.

1.2 Goals of the Community Involvement Program

As part of the Marine Corp’s Installation Restoration Program (IRP) at MCAS Cherry Point,
the Navy has implemented a community involvement program to address issues of
community concern regarding the environmental investigation and restoration activities at
MCAS Cherry Point. The Navy’s intent is to present factual and timely information, obtain
community feedback, and promote understanding of the ongoing activities.

The specific objectives of the community involvement program at MCAS Cherry Point are to:

¢ Continue two-way communication between the Navy and concerned individuals,
including local residents and State and local officials

e Keep the general public informed of ongoing actions, major findings, and decisions

e Furnish accurate, timely, and understandable information to affected and interested
parties

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e Provide a means of monitoring public concerns and information needs throughout the
environmental restoration process

e Provide a mechanism for incorporating public comments into the environmental
restoration process in a timely and meaningful way

e Gather and update information about MCAS Cherry Point’s neighboring communities

¢ Modify the community involvement program as necessary to meet the changing needs
of the local community

1.3 Contents of the Community Involvement Plan

This CIP identifies community concerns about the investigation and restoration of
potentially contaminated sites at MCAS Cherry Point and outlines community involvement
activities to be conducted during the ongoing and anticipated future restoration activities.

This plan has been prepared in accordance with EPA’s April 2002 publication, Superfund
Community Involvement Handbook (EPA 540-K-01-003), which provides guidance for
conducting community involvement activities.

The first community relations (involvement) plan for MCAS Cherry Point was developed in
1995/1996. This CIP is an update to the 1996 Community Relations Plan. Recommendations
for future community involvement activities are based on information about community
concerns and the effectiveness of public participation activities to date, which were obtained
during interviews with members of the local community in 1995 and 2003.

1.4 Implementation of the Plan

The administration of the MCAS Cherry Point IRP is carried out by the Environmental
Affairs Department located at MCAS Cherry Point. Implementation of the overarching
Marine Corps IRP is supported by the Atlantic Division, Naval Facilities Engineering
Command (NAVFAC) located in Norfolk, Virginia.

The Marine Corps is coordinating with the North Carolina Department of Environment and
Natural Resources (NCDENR) and EPA Region 4 to ensure compliance with State and
Federal regulations. The Navy has procured various contractors to support their IRP field
investigations.

SECTION 2

Facility Description and History

This section focuses on the features of MCAS Cherry Point, the surrounding area, and the
history of the facility. It gives a brief summary of the local topography, geography, and
other physical characteristics, along with descriptions of MCAS Cherry Point and
designated sites. This section also provides an overview of the IRP process, previous
investigations, and remedial actions that have taken place at the Air Station.

2.1 Description

MCAS Cherry Point is a military installation located north of the City of Havelock in
southeastern Craven County, North Carolina. The installation also operates four outlying
fields, Oak Grove and Bogue in Jones County and Atlantic and BT-11 in Carteret County,
North Carolina. The Air Station itself covers approximately 13,164 acres. Its boundaries are
the Neuse River to the north; Hancock Creek to the east; North Carolina Highway 101 to the
south; and a boundary line approximately 3/4-mile west of Slocum Creek. The entire facility
is situated on a peninsula north of Core Sound and Bogue Sound and south of the Neuse
River.

MCAS Cherry Point is located within the incorporated limits of the City of Havelock, North
Carolina. The area surrounding the Air Station consists of commercial and residential
developments, waterways, and public lands (principally Croatan National Forest). It is
isolated from relatively large population centers. The largest cities in the vicinity are the
City of New Bern (approximately 19 miles northwest of the Air Station) and Morehead City
(approximately 19 miles southeast of the Air Station). There are approximately 8,000 active
military personnel and 6,000 civilian personnel living and/or working at the Air Station. In
addition, approximately 27,000 dependents live on or off the Air Station. Military personnel
assigned to the Air Station typically remain for 3 to 6 years. The Air Station also provides
services to military retirees living in the area.

MCAS Cherry Point is located within the Coastal Plain Physiographic Province, which is
generally below 100 feet mean sea level (MSL) in elevation. Elevations range from sea level
along the shorelines of the Neuse River and its tributaries to 29 feet MSL in the areas of the
runways. The topography of the Air Station is essentially level, except for short slopes and
banks along surface water bodies (NAVFAC, 1980).

More than 55 percent of MCAS Cherry Point acreage is forested. The remainder is in
military use or used for other activities. The majority of forested lands are located in the
northwest and north-central portions of the Air Station. Much of the forested land is used
for training purposes. Some forested lands are managed for natural and scenic values.

Groundwater from the Castle Hayne aquifer is the major source of drinking water at the Air
Station and for the City of Havelock. Groundwater use within the area includes domestic,
light industrial, and industrial. The groundwater in the vicinity of MCAS Cherry Point is
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classified by the State of North Carolina as Class GA. Class GA groundwater is considered
to be an existing or potential source of drinking water.

The Air Station uses between 2.5 and 4.5 million gallons of water per day (MGD) obtained
from 25 active wells extending 195 to 330 feet below the ground surface. The number of
wells in use at any one time varies with need. The City of Havelock currently uses
approximately 1.4 MGD obtained from 6 active wells ranging from 208 to 285 feet in depth.

2.2 History and Current Activities

MCAS Cherry Point was commissioned in 1942. In 1943, a massive aircraft assembly and
repair shop was constructed, which later became the Naval Aviation Depot (NADEP). It
was also at this time that MCAS Cherry Point became the clearing center for all women
reserves assigned to aviation.

During the 1950s and 1960s, land was acquired that increased MCAS Cherry Point’s acreage
to more than 11,000 acres. During the 1970s, intense commercial and residential
development occurred around MCAS Cherry Point, particularly within the City of
Havelock. In 1980, the City of Havelock annexed MCAS Cherry Point and became the
largest city (by population) in Craven County.

The mission of MCAS Cherry Point is to maintain and operate support facilities, services,
and material of the 2nd Marine Aircraft Wing, or units thereof, and other activities and units
as designated by the Commandant of the U.S. Marine Corps, in coordination with the Chief
of Naval Operations. MCAS Cherry Point provides facilities for training and support of the
Fleet Marine Force Atlantic aviation units. It is also designated as a primary aviation supply
point.

Occupants at MCAS Cherry Point include the 2nd Marine Aircraft Wing, NADEP, Combat
Service Support Detachment 21 of the Second Force Service Support Group, the Naval
Hospital, the Dental Clinic, the Naval Air Maintenance Group Detachment, and the Defense
Reutilization Marketing Office (DRMO).

The principal employment center at MCAS Cherry Point is NADEP, located in the industrial
portion of the installation. Many of the IRP sites under investigation resulted from years of
industrial operations in this area.

2.3 Previous Investigations and Remedial Actions

2.3.1 Overview of the IRP

The focus of the Marine Corps IRP is to identify, assess, and clean up contamination
resulting from historical releases of hazardous wastes into the environment. The IRP is
implemented at MCAS Cherry Point by the MCAS Cherry Point Partnering Team, which
consists of technical personnel who are responsible for decision-making about the IRP. The
Tier I Partnering Team consists of one representative each from the Air Station, Naval
Facilities Engineering Command Atlantic, EPA Region 4, and NCDENR.

SECTION 2— FACILITY DESCRIPTION AND HISTORY

The Tier I Partnering Team for MCAS Cherry Point meets regularly and works
cooperatively to plan and carry out the IRP. Representatives of the regulatory agencies
(EPA and NCDENR) representatives on the Tier I Partnering Team provide input and
review of documents throughout the cleanup process, from developing and reviewing work
plans for environmental investigations through selecting, executing and periodically
reviewing the effectiveness of remedial actions. Working as an integrated team allows the
agencies to define and achieve their mutual cleanup goals more efficiently than before the
Partnering Team concept was put in place. The issues discussed and the decisions made at
Tier I meetings are summarized for the Restoration Advisory Board (RAB) at their own
meetings.

2.3.2 National Priorities List

In the early 1980s, an initial environmental assessment study was conducted to identify and
recommend areas at MCAS Cherry Point and at outlying fields for further investigation.
Many of these areas have since been investigated, which led to EPA placing the Air Station
on the National Priorities List (NPL) on December 16, 1994.

The NPL is EPA’s list of private properties and federal facilities with the highest-priority
hazardous waste sites in the nation. Sites are scored and ranked by the EPA. The listing
process provides a system for identifying and tracking the investigation and cleanup of
these facilities. The decision to list a particular facility or site is determined on the basis of
calculated risks to human health and the environment. As of October, 2004, nationwide,
there are more than 1,000 sites listed on the NPL.

MCAS Cherry Point’s inclusion on the NPL was largely based on groundwater
contamination as a result of past handling, storage, and disposal of industrial chemicals,
wastes, and fuels, which resulted in several contaminated sites and numerous smaller waste
disposal areas. Those sites requiring further investigation or remedial actions are currently
being addressed under the Air Station’s IRP. A number of sites are currently being
investigated, and final remedies have been selected and put in place at several previously
investigated sites.

CERCLA is often referred to as “Superfund” because it established a fund for cleaning up
abandoned or uncontrolled hazardous waste sites. However, all activities at Federal
facilities listed on the NPL are funded by the responsible Federal agency. In the case of
MCAS Cherry Point CERCLA sites, the Navy provides the funding for all investigation and
remedial activities. To fund these activities at military installations, the Department of
Defense (DoD) set up the Defense Environmental Restoration Account.

Each year, available funding is directed to multiple facilities (often referred to as
“activities”) on a “worst first” basis. In other words, those activities deemed to be the most
contaminated and/or presenting the highest risks to human health and/or the environment
are given preferential funding. Being listed on the NPL typically gives funding priority to a
site. Although the responsibility for funding and carrying out environmental restoration at
MCAS Cherry Point rests with the Navy and Marine Corps, the NPL listing gives EPA a
specific role in the oversight of these actions.

EPA is the federal agency responsible for ensuring compliance with federal environmental
laws and regulations. At facilities listed on the NPL, EPA must concur with the chosen

The “Riverkeeper” offered to act as a disseminator of the MCAS Cherry Point IRP
information to the members of the Neuse River Foundation. In addition, the environmental
cleanup newsletter “Hotspots,” (Appendix G) will be catalogued in a library maintained by
the Neuse River Foundation.

3.3 Community Involvement Activities to Date
3.3.1 Highlights of the Program

The Navy has implemented removal actions and remedial actions at a number of sites, and
other remedial investigations are ongoing. In doing so, the Navy has worked closely with
the EPA and NCDENR, and also with community members who serve on the MCAS Cherry
Point RAB. Public meetings and notices have periodically made time-critical information
subject to public comment available to the community. Two information repositories were
established at local libraries in 1993, to make the MCAS Cherry Point Administrative Record
accessible to the public. In 1996, MCAS Cherry Point prepared the original Community
Relations Plan and began the update to this CIP in 2003.

3.3.2 Restoration Advisory Board (RAB)

3.3.2.1 Technical Review Committee

Amendments to CERCLA required installations to establish a Technical Review Committee
(TRC) to review and comment on technical aspects of response actions for releases at
Navy/Marine Corps installations and to facilitate community involvement in the review
process. A TRC was established at MCAS Cherry Point in 1988. The original TRC members
included representatives from EPA; U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service; U.S. Geological Survey;
U.S. Forest Service; National Oceanographic and Atmospheric Administration; NCDENR;
the Craven County Fire Marshal; and the Marine Corps.

3.3.2.2 Transition to Restoration Advisory Board

In April 1994, DoD formally issued a policy for establishing Restoration Advisory Boards
(RABs) at active DoD facilities as part of the 1994 DoD Environmental Restoration Program
Management Guidance.
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In the summer of 1994, DoD and EPA jointly developed guidelines that provided a strategy
for establishing RABs. Those guidelines are published in the DoD/EPA document titled
Restoration Advisory Board Implementation Guidelines, published in September 1994.

At every base with sufficient public interest, a RAB is formed and is co-chaired by a Navy or
Marine Corps official and (unlike a TRC) by a community member elected by the RAB
community members. RABs are intended to replace TRCs, to enhance communication
between the community and the installation and to solicit input from the public on the IR
process, by including more community members who represent various community
perspectives.

Upon establishment by the Federal Government of RABs, the MCAS Cherry Point TRC
members automatically were made members of a new RAB for the Air Station and six new
community members were added to the group. The findings of the preliminary installation
restoration investigations were presented at the initial RAB meeting in January 1996.

3.3.2.3 Restoration Advisory Board Overview

A RAB is comprised of local community members, environmental regulators, local
government representatives, Navy representatives, and other interested parties. Community
members selected for the RAB reflect the diverse interests within the local community. RAB
members should live or work in the affected community or be directly affected by the
environmental restoration program.

A RAB provides a forum for effective communication among community members, the
Navy, and regulatory agencies. The members of the Tier I Partnering Team for MCAS
Cherry Point are also RAB members, who present information about Tier I discussions and
decisions and get feedback from RAB community members. RAB members also are a
valuable information resource for the community. The primary purpose of the RAB is to
represent the interests of the general public and to serve as a community point of contact for
questions about the IRP. These regulatory agency members are a technical resource for the
community members of the RAB.

The RAB provides advice and community opinions to Navy environmental officials on
cleanup priorities and the selection of cleanup methods to be used. RAB community
members provide their input as individuals, not as a group. Although consensus may
emerge during discussions, agreement among RAB community members is not needed for
individual members to voice their comments or concerns.

3.3.2.4 Restoration Advisory Board Operations

The MCAS Cherry Point RAB currently consists of twelve members, of which eight are
community members and four are agency representatives from the Tier I Partnering Team
(the Air Station’s Environmental Department, Navy Facilities Engineering Command
Atlantic, EPA and NCDENR). The RAB is jointly co-chaired by the appointed Air Station
representative and an elected community member.

The community membership includes members of environmental group and community
service organizations, people involved in water-based recreation, a local college professor,
current or retired business people, and Craven County’s Environmental Health Director.

Community members live in Oriental, New Bern, Morehead City, Beaufort, and Havelock.
Capsule biographies of the RAB members are presented in Appendix C.

The MCAS Cherry Point RAB generally meets on a quarterly basis. All RAB meetings are
open to the general public and are announced in the “Hotspots” newsletter that is mailed
periodically to interested persons on the Air Station’s mailing list . The public is encouraged
to contact the Public Affairs Office for dates of upcoming RAB meetings. Documents that
are shared at RAB meetings are also kept and made available for public review in the
information repository.

3.3.2.5 Feedback About the RAB in 2003 Interviews

Seventeen of the respondents were not aware of the RAB or the RAB meetings. However,
after being informed, four individuals expressed interest in attending RAB meetings and
learning more. Two respondents, who are not RAB members, had previously attended a
RAB meeting. One of these individuals is currently employed by MCAS Cherry Point, while
the other is a previous employee. The general perception among the interviewees was that
the RAB is beneficial to both the surrounding community and the Air Station.

One public official voiced some concern regarding the composition of the RAB. It was
stated that a concerted effort should be made to ensure that smaller, minority communities
are also represented by the RAB.

The contributions of the current RAB community co-chair are well-regarded by community
representatives and RAB members. In addition, they praised the work of the previous RAB
community co-chair for her participation and support of environmental issues unrelated to
MCAS Cherry Point, particularly those associated with the Neuse River.

3.3.2.6 Feedback by RAB Members

RAB members who were interviewed all expressed confidence in the Air Station’s IRP.
Several said that they have good access to information through RAB members and the
installation and community co-chairs. One RAB member, who expressed some unresolved
concerns about certain remediation methods, still confirmed support for the Air Station’s
efforts and stated that the IRP here compares favorably to that at other installations.

The RAB respondents all agreed that more information on MCAS Cherry Point’s IRP should
be communicated to the public. Some believe this should be done through meetings with
both informal groups (such as neighbors) and formal groups (such as the City Council).
Others believe that the information should be communicated through the media. The
advantage of doing so, one Board member stated, is that it puts a visual image with the
information, and thus reinforces the information to the public.

3.3.3 Public Meetings

RAB meetings are generally held quarterly in Havelock, North Carolina, and are open to the
public (Appendix E). The objectives of the meetings are to provide information to the
community about IRP activities, provide a forum for the community to ask questions, and to
allow the community to voice any concerns they may have. When meetings are held as part
of public comment periods, verbatim transcripts are prepared and placed in the information
repositories. In addition, Responsiveness Summaries have been prepared for public

comments received as part of a public comment period (e.g., for Proposed Plans). A
Responsiveness Summary is a formal response by the Navy to public comments. The
Responsiveness Summary is reviewed and approved by the EPA and NCDENR.

3.3.4 Technical Assistance for Public Participation

On February 2, 1998, DoD published a final rule (Federal Register Volume 63, Number 21)
establishing a program called Technical Assistance for Public Participation (TAPP). This
program provides a mechanism for RABs and TRCs to obtain technical assistance to help
them better understand and provide input into environmental restoration programs.
Examples of TAPP projects include reviewing restoration documents and proposed
remedial technologies, interpreting environmental health effects, participating in relative
risk ranking exercises (which are used to prioritize restoration activities at a facility), and
certain types of technical training.

Community members, through their RAB or TRC, define a proposed TAPP project and
prepare a TAPP request. The Navy prepares a Statement of Work and procures a technical
assistance provider, through an accelerated procedure based on purchase orders. As
necessary, the RAB or TRC may be asked to comment on potential providers. After a
provider is hired, the Navy funds the purchase orders, up to $25,000 per year or a total of
$100,000 over the life of the program at any one installation.

No procurements have been made to date under the TAPP program at MCAS Cherry Point.

3.3.5 Public Information Repositories

CERCLA requires that an Administrative Record File documenting the selection of a
response action be established at or near the facility. The Administrative Record File
includes documents that were considered or relied upon in selecting a response action.

To comply with this requirement, two public information repositories containing
information about site investigations and remedial decisions were established in January
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1993: one at the Havelock-Craven County Library in Havelock and another at the MCAS
Cherry Point Library. The addresses of these libraries are listed in Appendix E.

Copies of all reports and studies released for public comments, as well as other relevant
information, are made available to the community in these repositories. Information about
the repositories is included in each public notice regarding the IRP.

MCAS Cherry Point has recently converted the information repository from paper copies to
an electronic version. A listing of each document currently in the Administrative Record File
is provided in Appendix B. An updated list is kept on the IRP Web site.

3.3.6 List of Interested Parties

MCAS Cherry Point maintains and updates a mailing list of parties interested in cleanup
activities at MCAS Cherry Point. (Appendix D). Periodic mailings are conducted to inform
the community of cleanup activities, public comment periods, RAB meetings, and other IRP
activities. Any interested citizens and groups are added to the list upon request.

3.3.7 Newsletter and Fact Sheets

Fact sheets are concise documents, typically 1 to 4 pages long, that are intended to
summarize IRP information or key documents such as Proposed Plans, and to update the
public about the status of the program. Fact sheets are one method of providing local
citizens with an understanding of the issues and approaches to remedial investigations and
remedial actions.

During the 1995 interviews, feedback indicated that pamphlets and presentations are
considered more useful than the lengthy reports that are available in the information
repositories. In 2003, most respondents favored the Web site as their primary source of
information. However, many respondents still wish to receive the “Hotspots” newsletter.

The “Hotspots” newsletter has been developed by the RAB for the purpose of disseminating a
summary of IRP updates. This newsletter is periodically published by MCAS Cherry Point’s
Environmental Affairs Department, and is distributed to everyone on the mailing list. To date,
“Hotspot” issues have been distributed for Spring 1998 and 1999, Summer and Winter 1999,
Summer 2000, Winter 2001 and Spring 2003, and Spring 2004 (Appendix G).

There have been two fact sheets developed on the MCAS Cherry Point IRP for distribution
to the general public. The first one was developed in 1995 to accompany RAB membership
applications. This fact sheet provided information on becoming a RAB member and
outlined the responsibilities and requirements of a RAB. The second fact sheet gave a brief
overview of the IRP and was primarily directed to respondents during the 2003 interviews
for the CIP update (Appendix G).

3.3.8 Media Relations

In 1995, as part of the solicitation for RAB memberships, MCAS Cherry Point published
notices in local newspapers. Through the following years, public announcements of
meetings and significant project actions have also been placed in local area newspapers
(Appendix G).
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Other newspaper articles and published public notices to date are also listed in Appendix G.
Most of the 2003 respondents cited the Sun Journal newspaper as the most widely-read and
said that newspapers are the most appropriate media for disseminating information to the
public. The most widely-watched television news was reported to be Channel 12 (WCTI).

A RAB member who was interviewed in 2003 indicated that as part of a public relations
campaign, specific media should be targeted and relationships developed with reporters in
order to get more coverage. It was suggested that someone needs to work closely with the
editorial staff of the Sun Journal, Pamlico News, and Carteret County News-Times.

3.3.9 Web Sites

A Web site for the MCAS Cherry Point IRP was developed in 1998 to enhance the efficient
and timely conveyance of information to the public about the Air Station’s IRP.

The MCAS Cherry Point IRP Web site is available at http:/ /www .lantops-
ir.org/cherrypoint/site_info/Cherrypoint.htm and offers:

documents themselves are not available on the Web site, but are available in the
information repositories)

e Opverview of the regulatory drivers for the IRP, including CERCLA and RCRA
e Glossary of terms and acronyms

e Discussion of the Risk Assessment process for remedial investigations

e Links to other related Web sites, including;:

— EPA’s home page and Superfund page

— EPA fact sheets on regulatory programs and various remedial technologies
— Other Cherry Point Web sites, e.g., Naval Aviation Depot

—  Other IRP Web sites

— Various Navy and DoD environmental restoration Web sites

— National Toxicology Program (NTP)

In addition, MCAS Cherry Point maintains a Web site that provides a variety of general base
information at http:/ /www.cherrypoint.usmc.mil/ and NADEP maintains a Web site about
their operations at www.nadepcp.navy.mil.

In the 2003 interviews, all of the RAB members indicated awareness of the MCAS Cherry
Point IRP Web site. Two of the civilian employees were also aware of this site and many of
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the non-RAB member respondents who did not previously know about the Web site did
agree that they would most likely use this vehicle to acquire information on the IRP.

One comment about the Web site, from those who were aware of it, was that it should be
advertised.

3.4 Community Involvement Activities Planned

3.4.1 Public Information Needs and Methods

Since the inception of the Community Relations Program in the late 1980s and its
subsequent evolution into the Community Involvement Program, the relationship of MCAS
Cherry Point with the community has been good, although a majority of those interviewed
in both 1995, as well as 2003, had little knowledge of the environmental cleanup at the Air
Station. Among both interview groups, there was an overwhelming sense of respect and
confidence in MCAS Cherry Point’s management of the environment.

The earlier group of respondents stressed cost-effectiveness and efficiency and, in both sets
of interviews, the community’s greatest concern was about groundwater and surface water
contamination.

During both the 1995 and 2003 interviews, both RAB members and non-RAB members
expressed the opinion that more work should be done to increase public awareness of the
environmental restoration program at MCAS Cherry Point. While most of the 2003
interviewees said that current efforts to keep the RAB informed and involved are yielding
very positive results and should be continued, several also recommended that the
Community Involvement Program may need to focus more on the general public and also
on MCAS Cherry Point employees. There were a number of referrals to newspaper and
television reporters who might be helpful in obtaining media coverage.

3.4.2 Community Involvement Plan

This Community Involvement Plan will be made available to the public in the information
repositories listed in Appendix E and on the MCAS Cherry Point IRP Web site. The Plan
will be updated again in about five years or earlier if a significant event in the IRP occurs.

3.4.3 Restoration Advisory Board

The Community Involvement Program at MCAS Cherry Point will continue to enlist the
support and cooperation of the RAB members by providing regular updates and actively
seeking the RAB's input on remedial decisions. The RAB is considered a key resource in
efforts to communicate openly and effectively with the community at large.

Based on the 1995 interviews, it appeared that the frequency, time of day, and location of the
RAB meetings were appropriate. During the 2003 interviews, there were no complaints or
suggestions for changes in the current RAB meeting schedule.

MCAS Cherry Point will continue to invite the public to attend RAB meetings by direct
mailings of the “Hotspots” newsletter to interested parties. Paid newspaper notices and
press releases are optional for RAB meetings, but may be used if wider participation is
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desired at a particular meeting, or if the active membership of the RAB appears to be
declining.

3.4.4 Public Meetings

The Air Station will continue to hold public meetings whenever a formal public comment
period is required. For example, public meetings will be held upon completion of draft
Proposed Plans. Meetings will be scheduled at times to encourage the greatest possible
participation and will focus on soliciting comments from the public. Meetings will be
announced about two weeks prior to the meeting date in a public notice published at the
beginning of the public comment period.

MCAS Cherry Point will implement the following procedures for public meetings:

e Plan the meetings, including ample time for public notification and developing
presentations, informational displays and other materials.

e Place paid advertising notices of all general public meetings in the Sun Journal (New
Bern), The Havelock News (Havelock), Windsock (Cherry Point), and The News-Times
(Carteret). To promote higher visibility, this notice will be placed as a display
advertisement in the main section of the newspaper, as opposed to the legal notices or
classified section.

¢ Distribute a news release announcing public meetings to the local media. Because
previous media coverage has been light, MCAS Cherry Point may directly contact the
media to encourage more complete coverage of public meetings.

e Register meeting participants, including names, city and state, and affiliation. Offer to
place interested parties on the mailing list for newsletters.

e Arrange for meeting attendees who wish to present comments to have the chance to do
s0, on a “first come, first served” basis.

e  When appropriate, prepare visual materials to provide another means of information
about the issue under discussion.

e Arrange for an official transcript of meetings held in support of a public comment
periods. The transcript will become a part of the Administrative Record and should be
made available to the public in the information repositories and/or IRP Web site.

e Develop responsiveness summaries (official responses to public comments) to respond
to comments made at public meetings and submitted during public comment periods.

3.4.5 Public Information Repositories

As work progresses at MCAS Cherry Point, representatives of the Navy and MCAS Cherry
Point will be responsible for maintaining the public information repositories in Havelock-
Craven County Public Library and the MCAS Cherry Point Library, and for ensuring that
documents are added to the information file and indexed. Documents and relevant
information relied upon in the remedy section process will be filed in the Administrative
Record and made available for public review in the public information repositories or the
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IRP Web site. MCAS Cherry Point periodically updates the summary index (database) with
copies of new documents.

As the Administrative Record transitions to electronic form instead of hardcopy (which
reduces the demand on limited shelf space in the libraries), MCAS Cherry Point will make
sure that librarians are informed about how to access it, so that they can assist library
patrons who want to consult the Administrative Record.

Each public notice published in the newspapers to announce public comment periods will
include information on the locations of these repositories. Documents for public comment
will be placed in the repositories before such notice is published.

3.4.6 Mailing List

MCAS Cherry Point will continue to maintain and update the list of persons interested in
Cherry Point’s IRP activities (Appendix D). Persons on the list will continue to receive
newsletters and additional available information. Any interested citizens and groups will
be added to the list upon request. MCAS Cherry Point may actively solicit interest in the
newsletter to include local newspapers and television stations, local county officials,
environmental and community action groups, and local churches.

3.4.7 Newsletter and Fact Sheets

MCAS Cherry Point will continue to develop the “Hotspots” newsletter and fact sheets for
distribution. When a document requiring a public comment period is prepared, a fact sheet
can help to increase public understanding of the document and facilitate comments. Fact
sheets can also be used as handouts at a public meeting.

In addition to the mailing list of interested persons, extra copies of fact sheets or newsletters
may be provided to environmental and other interested civic groups.

3.4.8 Media Relations

MCAS Cherry Point will continue to place paid public notices announcing public meetings,
public review periods for IRP documents, and other key events in the local area
newspapers. Because many 1995 and 2003 interview respondents indicated that the print
and broadcast media are the best ways to reach the public, the Air Station may wish to
directly contact the editorial staff of local newspapers and radio and television stations to
ensure more complete coverage of key events.

At present, public interest and concern about the IRP does not warrant press briefings.
Depending upon the level of interest, both by the media and the public, the MCAS Cherry
Point Public Affairs Office may reassess the need for press briefings. Should a press briefing
become necessary, the Public Affairs Office will coordinate the event, with the help of
representatives from the MCAS Cherry Point Environmental Affairs Department. The
Public Affairs Office may identify possible speakers and prepare them for media questions
and also develop press kits covering the following;:

e History of the facility investigation
e Issues and concerns
e Results of the IRP and actions currently being evaluated
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Process for public comment and review

Who to contact for more information

Location of information repositories

How to access the MCAS Cherry Point IRP Web site

3.4.9 IRP Web Site

The MCAS Cherry Point IRP Web site allows interested members of the public and
regulators to monitor progress of the IRP status at each operable unit and site and provides
information about the RAB.

The Web site will continue to be used to supplement other forms of communication with the
community in a more user-friendly manner. In particular, the Internet can make detailed
information about remedial efforts easier to access and visualize than printed reports. Even
though the MCAS Cherry Point community responded favorably to the Web site, other
traditional means of providing information to the general public will not be neglected in
favor of Internet technology.

In addition to being placed on the MCAS Cherry Point IRP Web site, the Community
Involvement Plan will also be added to the Administrative Record file. To increase public
awareness and acceptance of the MCAS Cherry Point IRP Web site, the following measures
have been recommended by respondents:

e Publish the Web site URL in all public notices and fact sheets (along with the more
traditional mailing address and phone numbers)

e Periodically demonstrate the Web site to the RAB, especially when new features are added

3.4.10 Timing of Community Involvement Activities

The community involvement activities associated with potential environmental restoration
activities planned in the near future are presented in Table 3-3.

3.4.11 Point of Contact

Glossary

Administrative Record: A file that is maintained, and contains all information used, by the
lead agency to make its decision on the selection of a response action under CERCLA. This
file is to be available for public review and a copy established at or near the site, usually at

one of the information repositories. A duplicate file is held in a central location, such as an

EPA Regional Office or State agency.

Cleanup: Actions taken to deal with a release or threatened release of hazardous substances
that could affect public health or the environment. The term is often used broadly to
describe various response actions or phases of remedial responses, such as the remedial
investigation/feasibility study (RI/FS).

Comment Period: A time period for the public to review and comment on various
documents and EPA actions. For example, a comment period is provided when EPA
proposes to add sites to the National Priorities List. A minimum 30-day comment period is
held to allow community members to review and comment on a draft RI/FS and proposed
plan; it must be extended an additional 30 days upon timely request. A comment period is
required to amend the ROD. Similarly, a 30-day comment period is provided when EPA
proposes to delete a site from the NPL.

Community Involvement: A program to inform and involve the public in the Superfund
process and respond to community concerns.

Community Involvement Plan (CIP): Formal plan for community involvement activities at
a Superfund site. The CIP is designed to ensure citizen opportunities for public involvement
at the site, determine activities that will provide for such involvement, and allow citizens
the opportunity to learn more about the site.

Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation, and Liability Act (CERCLA): A
Federal law passed in 1980 and modified in 1986 by the Superfund Amendments and
Reauthorization Act. The Act created a special tax that goes into a Trust Fund, commonly
known as Superfund, to investigate and clean up abandoned or uncontrolled hazardous
waste sites that are not Federally owned. Under the program, EPA can either:

e Pay for site cleanup when parties responsible for the contamination cannot be located or
are unwilling or unable to perform the work, or

o Take legal action to force parties responsible for site contamination to clean up the site or
pay back the Federal government for the cost of the cleanup.

However, cleanup of NPL sites that are owned or operated by other Federal agencies, such
as DoD, is funded directly by annual Congressional appropriations, not by the Superfund.

Federal Facility Agreement (FFA): A legal agreement governing the CERCLA
administrative process for cleanup, intended to establish roles and responsibilities and to
improve communication between all parties. At an NPL site, an FFA outlines the working
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relationship between the state, EPA, and the Navy to review all work leading up to the
selection of a remedial alternative. An FFA will become an Interagency Agreement (IAG)
after a Record of Decision (ROD) is signed.

Groundwater: Water found beneath the earth’s surface that fills pores between materials
such as sand, soil, or gravel. In aquifers, groundwater occurs in sufficient quantities that it
can be used for drinking water, irrigation, and other purposes.

Hazard Ranking System (HRS): A scoring system used to evaluate potential relative risks
to public health and the environment from releases or threatened releases of hazardous
substances. EPA and states use the HRS to calculate a site score for contamination migration
through air, surface water, or groundwater. This score is the primary factory used to decide
if a hazardous waste site should be placed on the National Priorities List.

Hazardous Substance: Any material that poses a threat to public health and/or the
environment. Typical hazardous substances are materials that are toxic, corrosive, ignitable,
explosive, or chemically reactive.

Hydrology: The science dealing with the properties, movement, and effects of water found
on the earth’s surface, in the soil and rocks below the surface, and in the atmosphere.

Information Repository: A file containing current information, technical reports, reference
documents, and TAG application information on a Superfund site. The information
repository is usually located in a public building that is convenient for local residents, such
as a public school, city hall or library.

Installation Restoration Program (IRP): The DoD program to identify, assess, and clean up
contamination resulting from historical handling, storage, and disposal of potentially
hazardous wastes. The IRP follows the CERCLA process, whether or not a facility is listed
on the NPL.

Monitoring Wells: Special wells drilled at specific locations on or off a hazardous waste site
where groundwater can be sampled at selected depths and studied to determine the
direction of groundwater flow and the types and amounts of contaminants present.

National Oil and Hazardous Substances Pollution Contingency Plan (NCP): The Federal
regulation that guides the Superfund program. The NCP was revised in February 1990.

National Priorities List (NPL): EPA’s list of the most serious uncontrolled or abandoned
hazardous waste sites identified for possible long-term remedial response using money
from the Trust Fund. The list is based, primarily, on the score a site receives on the Hazard
Ranking System. EPA is required to update the NPL at least once a year.

Operable Unit (OU): A collection of sites that will be treated together, often because of
similar cleanup requirements. Operable Units address geographical portions of a facility or
site.

Preliminary Assessment: The process of collecting and reviewing available information
about a known or suspected hazardous waste site or release. EPA or states use this
information to determine if the site requires further study. If further study is needed, a site
inspection is undertaken.
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Proposed Plan: A public involvement requirement of CERCLA, which summarizes for the
public the preferred cleanup strategy, rationale for the preference, alternatives presented in
the detailed analysis of the RI/FS, and any proposed waivers to clean up standards. The
proposed plan may be prepared as a fact sheet or a separate document. In either case, it
must actively solicit public review and comment on all alternatives under consideration.

Proposed Remedial Action Plan (PRAP): A Proposed Plan

Record of Decision (ROD): A public document that explains which cleanup alternative will
be used at National Priorities List sites. The Record of Decision is based on information and
technical analysis generated during the RI/FS and consideration of public comments and
community concerns.

Remedial Action (RA): The actual construction or implementation phase that follows the
remedial design of the selected clean up alternative at a site on the National Priorities List.

Remedial Design (RD): An engineering phase that follows the record of decision when
technical drawings and specifications are developed for subsequent remedial action at a site
on the National Priorities List.

Remedial Investigation/Feasibility Study (RI/FS): Investigative and analytical studies
usually performed at the same time in an interactive, iterative process, and together referred
to as the “RI/FS.” An RI/FS is intended to:

e Gather the data necessary to determine the type and extent of contamination at a
Superfund site

o Establish criteria for cleaning up the site
e Identify and screen cleanup alternatives for remedial action
e Analyze in detail the remedial technology and costs of the alternatives

Remedial Project Manager (RPM): The USEPA or state official responsible for overseeing
remedial response activities.

Remedial Response: A long-term action that stops or substantially reduces a release or
threatened release of hazardous substances that is serious but does not pose an immediate
threat to public health and/or the environment.

Removal Action: An immediate action taken over the short term to address a release or
threatened release of hazardous substances.

Response Action: A CERCLA-authorized action at a Superfund site involving either a
short-term removal action or a long-term response action that may include, but is not
limited to, the following activities:

¢ Removing hazardous materials from a site to an EPA-approved, licensed hazardous
waste facility for treatment, containment, or destruction

¢ Containing the waste safely on site to eliminate further problems

e Destroying or treating the waste on site using incineration or other technologies, and
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¢ Identifying and removing the source of groundwater contamination and halting further
movement of the contaminants.

Responsiveness Summary: A summary of oral and written public comments received by
EPA during a comment period on key EPA documents, and EPA’s responses to those
comments. The responsiveness summary is a key part of the ROD, highlighting community
concerns for EPA decision-makers.

Restoration Advisory Board: A group made up of representatives from DoD (Navy and
Marine Corps in this case), EPA, state and community members, who meet regularly to
exchange information about the investigation and cleanup of sites on a DoD facility. RABs
are co-chaired by an appointed facility representative and an elected community member.

Resource Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA): A Federal law that established a
regulatory system to track hazardous substances from their generation to disposal. The law
requires safe and secure procedures to be used in treating, transporting, storing, and
disposing of hazardous substances. RCRA is designed to prevent the creation of new,
uncontrolled hazardous waste sites.

Selected Alternative: The cleanup alternative selected for a site on the National Priorities
List based on technical feasibility, permanence, reliability, and cost. The selected alternative
does not require choosing the least expensive alternative. It requires that if there are several
cleanup alternatives available that deal effectively with the problems at a site, EPA (and the
responsible Federal agency where applicable) must choose the remedy on the basis of
permanence, reliability, and cost.

Site: 1) A single area where hazardous substances or wastes have been deposited, stored,
disposed of, or placed. An NPL site is also defined as any other location to which
contamination from that area has come to be located. 2) A discrete area where suspected
contamination has been verified, requiring further response action. A site by definition has
been, or will be, entered into the Navy's Restoration Management Information System
(RMIS).

Site Investigation (SI): A technical phase that follows a preliminary assessment designed to
collect more extensive information on a hazardous waste site. The information is used to
score the site using the Hazard Ranking System to determine whether response action is
needed.

Superfund: The common name used for the Comprehensive Environmental Response,
Compensation, and Liability Act (CERCLA); also referred to as the Trust Fund.

Superfund Amendments and Reauthorization Act (SARA): Modifications to CERCLA
enacted on October 17, 1986.

Surface Water: Bodies of water that are above ground, such as rivers, lakes, and streams.

Technical Assistance Grant (TAG) Program: An EPA grant program that provides funds
for qualified citizens’ groups to hire independent technical advisors to help them
understand and comment on technical decisions relating to Superfund cleanup actions.
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APPENDIX H—GLOSSARY

Technical Assistance for Public Participation (TAPP) Program: A DoD program that uses a
streamline procurement process to obtain technical assistance with projects identified by a
RAB, where such assistance will contribute to community understanding and input.
